7. The student will be fined as per library rules if he/she does not return the book 
within 15 days. 
 

8. Students are not supposed to write anything on the books issued by the college 
library. 
 

9. The books should not be torn off at the time of return. In that case, the books will 
not be accepted by the librarian.
