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ADMISSION RULES

University Calendar Volume-Il Ordinances 2008, Norms issued by Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar regarding
admission and examination are as follows:

1. The students seeking admission to the college are required to submit the following documents at the time of admission:
(i) 2 photocopies of DMCs of lower examination.

(ii) Original DMC:s for the purpose of verification.

(iii) Migration Certificate in original (Except PSEB).

(iv) A character Certificate /School leaving Certificate in original from the institution last attended.

(v) 3 passport size photographs of the student and one passport size photograph of each parent separately.

2. It is mandatory for the students (other than PSEB) to submit their original DMC of 10" and 12" class at the time of
admission.

3. All the photocopies of required documents should be attested.

4. False information provided by a student in the university prescribed admission form will lead to the cancellation of
his/her admission.

6. Those students whose results are declared late by GNDU Amritsar or any other recognised university /board can seek
admission only if seats are available in class/course or with the permission of university.

7. SC/ST/OBC/Minority students are required to submit their original category certificates as well as low income
certificate (recent) in a prescribed format as per the norms of Punjab Government/GNDU Amritsar.

8. Category students also have to submit a photocopy of aadhar card, residence certificate, bank account passbook of the
student(along with IFSC code), 2 passport size photographs and 2 photocopies of Aashirwad form.

9. If a category student gets failed in the university examination, then he/ she will not be able to get scholarship for
the same class again. In that case he/she will have to pay whole amount of admission as well as full university
examination fee.

10. Those students whose results are declared by GNDU Amritsar or any other recognised university/board can
seek admission to the higher class within 10 working days (including two transit days) of the date of notification of
the result without late fees, provided seats are available in class/course.

CODE OF CONDUCT

1. The Students are expected to maintain discipline, regularity, and punctuality.

2. In their dealing with members of staff, fellow students, visitors, the clerical staff and class IV employees, they are
expected to

behave gently and politely.

3. Students are not allowed to leave till the 6™ period or till their time table schedule is over.

4. The students must help in keeping the college campus and their class-room neat and clean. They must make use of
dustbins for

throwing pieces of wastepaper, peels etc.

Windows.

9. Use of mobile phones in the campus by the students is strictly prohibited except for very authentic reasons.
