2. Compulsory subjects for all above courses are General English (Ability Enhancement Compulsory (AEC), General Punjabi/
Basic Punjabi/ Punjab History & Culture (Compulsory Subject Punjabi/HCP)

3. Three Value added courses (VAC) i.e. “Drug Abuse Problem, Management & Prevention”, “Environment Studies” and
“Human Rights and Constitutional Duties” will be offered in 1st, 2nd and 3rd year respectively of the four-year UG Degree
Programme. Each student is required to compete all the three VACs each year during the first three years of UG Degree
Programme.

4, Each student is required to complete one Multi-Disciplinary Course (MDC) each year during the first three years of UG
Degree Programme.

5. Each student is required to complete one Skill Enhancement Course (SEC) each year during the first three years of UG
Degree Programme.

6. Professional programmes where English and Punjabi are taught only in First year (Semester 1, 2) will remain same and
credit in further semesters will be used for other subjects.

Special Note:

Each student is required to select and successfully complete three Discipline Specific Courses (DSCs) as part of first three years
of their UG Degree Programme. In the fourth year of UG Honors Degree Programme, students have the option to choose any
one of the DSCs that they have studied during the first three years of their UG Degree Programme.

* Any student (domicile or non-domicile of Punjab) who has studied Punjabi upto 08"/10" standard shall study Punjabi
(Compulsory)

* Any student (non-domicile of Punjab) who has not studied Punjabi upto 08"/10" standard shall study Basic Punjabi or
